Final Exam (total 30%)
3 hours. No notes, books or electronic devices allowed.

SECTION I. Identification and interpretation (10%).
Identify the films (title; director) and provide approximately two pages (one for each episode) of analytical comments on the characters and scenes featured on two stills. The two films will be from those viewed since the midterm.
SECTION  II. Essay questions (20%).
Write a short essay (2-3 pages) on two topics from the following list (to be chosen by professor). For general questions, you may use any films post-1953 that you have viewed for this course.
1. Discuss The Russian Ark as a technical and ideological response to Russian film tradition.

2. Discuss the family as a metaphor for society in any two Russian films (post-1953).

3. Describe the clash of generational attitudes in Little Vera; how do they reflect deeper changes in Soviet society?
4. Examine the theme of brotherhood in Russian cinema (use at least 2 films, post-1953).

5. Analyze the figure of the outsider/loner in any Russian film (post-1953) you have viewed for this course. 
6. Discuss the use of camera and/or editing in two post-1945 Russian films.

7. Compare the representation of history in Burnt by the Sun and Russian Ark.

8. Discuss the role of Biblical motifs in Andrei Rublev.
